If they are too vague or won’t tell you what you get for the money, look elsewhere for a company with a solid game plan and quantifiable objectives.
4. What can you do for me? Lastly, be sure to ask them what a thesis or dissertation consultation can do for you. Again, vague answers may mean that you are wasting your money on hot air. Look for specific responses and firmly grounded answers.
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
