Translating Your Thesis or Dissertation

International scholarship involves a concerted effort to share and disseminate information throughout the scholarly community. Unfortunately, a large amount of that information is locked behind linguistic barriers so that academic work done in one country can remain completely unknown elsewhere simply because scholars are unable to read it. For this reason, enterprising scholars eager to build a global reputation for academic excellence should consider having their theses and dissertations translated into one or more global languages to ensure that scholars around the world have access to and are aware of your important contribution to world scholarship.

You’ve worked hard on your thesis or dissertation, and it’s only right that the scholarly community have access to your exciting research in more than one language. Otherwise, you run the risk of having your work remain invisible through much of the world. For example, Maurice Levy’s groundbreaking doctoral dissertation on the work of American author H. P. Lovecraft lay forgotten for two decades after its initial publication for a simple reason—Levy’s work was in French and most American literary scholars spoke English. Only when Levy’s thesis was translated into English did it become a cornerstone in the literary scholarship of Lovecraft and his works.

Similarly, scholars who study in the United States but want their work available in languages other than English should have their materials translated professionally. Scholars who work in Europe, South America, or Asia could benefit from having multiple language translations of their work made available. In some cases, this is a matter of ethical imperatives. Anthropologists, for example, are expected to share their published material with their informants, and when these informants speak a different language it is vital that dissertations and theses be translated into their languages so these informants can have full access to the scholarly material written about them.
